
1. Binder Reminder

Student

· lists homework daily in each subject

· writes “none” if no homework

· asks for teachers' signatures daily to verify assignment if parent requests
Parent

· checks for teachers’ signatures daily
· assigns DAILY positive or negative consequence for compliance
· checks homework for completeness and quality daily & signs 

2. Organization

Student

· places completed homework in proper section of 3-ring binder or in interactive notebook (INB) per teachers’ instructions

Parent

· checks binder and/or INBs nightly for proper organization

· checks backpack nightly (no loose papers)

3. Study Habits

Parent

· provides an appropriate place to study free of distractions including cell phone, ipad, etc.
· visually monitors student regularly during study

· schedules a consistent starting time and length of time for study

· sets a timer for 10-20 minutes of concentrated study time followed by  5 minutes of 

break time if student has trouble staying on task

4. Monthly Planning Calendar

Parent

· provides a large calendar  (30 day dry erase board works well)


· helps student write all assignments, projects, tests, & due dates (color-coded)  on calendar 
· helps student break long term projects into parts and schedule each part

5. Tutoring

Student

· attends team Study Club if offered or …

· asks teachers when they offer extra help and shows up for it

· gets a "study buddy" and exchanges phone numbers

6. Online Support
· Team websites are linked at www.arroyoseco.org  Team websites include links to weekly homework calendars and individual teacher web pages 
· Counseling website listed under academics offers current school information, links to academic supports, links to Infinite Campus Support and information on College and Career Readiness
· Infinite Campus allows parents and students to log in and check grades as well as a teacher’s individual gradebook that provides comments regarding individual assignments.  The most information can be found by clicking the little notebook listed on each subject on the student’s schedule 
· Student or Parent can email individual teachers with questions or concerns
7. Communication
· Email teachers or counselor early if concerns arrise
· Provide reward/consequences for student compliance
· Call counselor at (661) 296-0991 if strategies are consistently utilized but the student is not successful
